MAD RIVER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Regular Session – April 21, 2025

The Mad River Township Trustees met in regular session Monday, April 21, 2025 at the Mad River Township Fire Station and via the township You Tube platform. 

Present:   Trustees Bobby McClure, Todd Pettit, Jay Young; Fiscal Officer David Rudy 

Trustee McClure called the meeting to order at 8:47 am, led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience in attendance.

Trustee Young moved to suspend the reading of and approve the minutes of the regular session on April 7, 2025. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Enon Fire and EMS 
Chief John Heath stated the department has 606 calls for service YTD, up 76 calls over 2024 with an average of 5.46 calls per day. Zero mutual aid were received and four mutual aids given since the last meeting.  The department will participate in the annual Touch A Truck event with the Enon Police Department at Enon Park on April 26th from 3 to 6 pm. Spring cleaning is ongoing at the station and a number of surplus items will be inventoried and placed on Govdeals.com. 

Road and Cemetery Department
Don O’Connor stated street sweeping was started in Hunters Glen and Green Meadows.  They were asked to participate in the Touch A Truck event with the new plow truck and the road mowing tractor. The mowers have all been serviced.  A number of culvert jobs are planned. In the cemetery the foundations have been dug, mowing has started and the Pride group will be in to weed eat. 

Sheriff Deputy	
Deputy Brandon Baldwin reported 19 calls for service, 6 arrests, 3 traffic stops, 6 assists of other departments, 17 business checks, 40 citizen contacts and 540 miles driven from April 7 to April 21, 2025. Nathan took the old cruiser to C & C Body Shop to have a piece of plastic trim replaced at a cost of $248. Brandon may participate in the Touch A Truck event as well.  

Hustead Fire
Chief Matt Hirtzinger had no report. 

Hustead EMS
Interim Chief Lorretta Lewis had no report. 

Fiscal Officer Rudy had nothing to report. 

OLD BUSINESS

Trustee Young said there was no real update on aggregation. 

Trustee McClure stated there was no update on the streetlight on Hunters Creek Drive.

Trustee McClure spoke about the renewal levy on the May ballot for Fire and EMS equipment and buildings. The renewal will generate approximately $189,000 annually for a period of five years.  It will cost the property owner $28 per $100,000 taxable value.

Trustee McClure noted the township did receive the official award of the OPWC grant for the Holiday Valley repair project for 2025. 

Trustee also asked the public to keep their vehicles off the roadway where the No Parking signs have been placed to aid the street sweeping company in cleaning off the streets. They discussed using social media to notify residents in the future and the possibility of renting a sweeper in the future.

NEW BUSINESS

Trustee McClure asked the trustees and the road department for a list of other roadwork that could possibly be completed outside of the OPWC project, to include crack sealing and other repairs.  

Trustee Pettit had been in contact with Bath Township on the possible joint OPWC application for Mud Run Road for 2026.

Trustee Pettit said on April 22 at 6:00 pm in the Greenon Elementary cafeteria, Citizens Against Mining will hold a meeting with a guest speaker on water quality.
