
MAD RIVER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Regular Session – July 7, 2025

The Mad River Township Trustees met in regular session Monday, July 7, 2025 at the Mad River Township Fire Station and via the township You Tube platform. 

Present:   Trustees Bobby McClure, Todd Pettit, Jay Young; Fiscal Officer David Rudy was absent

Trustee McClure called the meeting to order at 7:37 pm, led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience in attendance.

Trustee Young moved to suspend the reading of and approve the minutes of the regular session on June 16, 2025. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Enon Fire and EMS 
Chief John Heath stated the department has 1078 calls for service YTD, an average of 5.73 calls per day. Five mutual aids were received and six mutual aids given since the last meeting. Chief mentioned the fourth of July fireworks and parade were a success.  When the crew returned to the station after the fireworks a water line leak in the building was discovered.  Servpro was contacted to mitigate the damage.  Engine 50 is back from repair and in service.

Road and Cemetery Department
Don O’Connor said the Arthur Road project is complete. The Old Mill Road ditching work will be done soon as well as drive culverts on New Horizon.  The Dayton Road nuisance property was mowed and Porter Park upgrades in progress.  Don presented the board with a quote from Orkin to perform annual treatment on the road garage.  The potential nuisance property on Collier Road was discussed as was Tree planting in the new section of the cemetery.

Deputy Brandon Baldwin reported 53 calls, 0 arrest, 15 traffic stops, 6 assists to other departments, 29 business checks, 70 citizen contacts 1 crash and 1385.9 miles on the cruiser from June 16 to July 7, 2025. 5214 Waverly St. was declared a nuisance.  DJI M30T drone is back in service.  New cruiser at Parr Public Safety in Blue Ash correcting wiring issues.  Old cruiser in service with no issues.  Deputy Baldwin attended July 4 fireworks and parade all went successful.  Abandoned vehicles in holiday valley were recently towed the past week.

OLD BUSINESS

Trustee McClure discussed the quote to chip Collier Rd, Mosier Rd, and Shank Rd being no more than $25,000.  Trustee Pettit moved to participate in the chipseal with Green Twp. Seconded by Trustee Young, motion carried 3-0. (Resolution 2025-008)

Trustee Young had no update on aggregation other than the opt out letter sent not working correctly.

The Holiday Valley bid packets are out and the bid opening is the July 21st morning meeting. The ad was placed in the newspaper. 

Trustee Pettit moved to declare 5214 Waverly a nuisance property and to proceed with the required notification to take care of the situation or the township will proceed with clean up and put the costs on the tax duplicate.  (N2025-002)

At 8:07 pm, Trustee Pettit moved to enter into executive session to discuss the employment, compensation and discipline of a public employee. Seconded by Trustee Young.

Trustee Pettit moved to increase Fire/EMS wages as follows firefighter: $15.29, EMT-Basic: $15.84, EMT-Advanced: $17.47, Paramedic: $18.56., Firefighter/EMT-B: $18.02, Firefighter/EMT-Advanced: $19.65, Firefighter/Paramedic: $20.74, Assistant Chief of Operations: $20,000, Assistant Chief of Administration: $20,000, Seconded by Trustee Young, motion carried 3-0.
