MAD RIVER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Regular Session – November 3, 2025

The Mad River Township Trustees met in regular session Monday, November 3, 2025, at the Mad River Township Fire Station and via the township You Tube platform. 

Present:   Trustees Todd Pettit, Jay Young, Bobby McClure    Fiscal Officer David Rudy not present

Trustee McClure called the meeting to order at 7:35 pm, led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience in attendance.

Trustee Young moved to suspend the reading of and approve the minutes of the regular session on October 20, 2025. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Enon Fire and EMS 
Chief John Heath stated the department has 1762 calls for service YTD, an average of 5.74 calls per day. Four mutual aids were given and two mutual aids received since the last meeting.  Trick or treat was a huge success.  The crew recognized there were lots of kids out this year.   Medic 150 out of service awaiting parts to repair an axel bearing.

Road and Cemetery Department
Don O’Connor mentioned Road mowing will continue as the crops are harvested especially along ditches. Old Mill ditching delayed awaiting Columbia gas to install a service across from old Boone Station School.   Trees were removed in cemetery and leaves are being mulched.   

Sheriff Deputy	
Deputy Brandon Baldwin reported 18 calls for service, 3 arrests, 19 traffic stops, 9 assists to other departments, 31 business checks, 55 citizen contacts and 1,058.7 miles driven from October 20, 2025 to November 3, 2025. Brandon passed out candy during Trick or Treat mentioned lots of kids out.   Brandon enforced some parking regulations around the township as well as increased traffic enforcement.  On October 30 Brandon took a report of power tools stolen out of a vehicle on Sparkhhill Drive in the early morning hours.  Using video surveillance from the homeowner and advanced software the suspect vehicle was identified.   The vehicle was located and stopped on 70 near milepost 67 by Brandon and Deputy Weaver where 3 suspects were taken into custody on felony charges.   Estimated total amount of recovered items was near $20,000.   Suspects have been linked to atleast two other local thefts during the same timeframe and additional charges have been filed.   

Hustead Fire and EMS
Chief Matt Hirtzinger reported 113 Fire runs and 328 EMS runs to date. Pump testing is complete. Matt visited with dispatch to go over run cards to resolve some issues.  Rescue 95 is needing rear end work and 95A still experiencing a step issue.

Fiscal Officer Rudy sent checks for the trustees to sign and the latest credit card statements for Trustee McClure to review.   Also sent was the contract for Deputy Baldwin

Trustee Young made a resolution to approve the sheriff deputy contract for year 2026 the amount not to exceed $157,893.55. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0. (Resolution 2025-019)  

OLD BUSINESS
Trustee McClure stated the streetlight project on Hunter Creek Drive was resurrected and 6a8 weeks out.  Trustee McClure will keep us updated. 

Trustee Young noted that Metronet is making progress on the west side of the township.  

Trustee McClure said the Holiday Valley project was nearly complete awaiting manhole adjustments.
