MAD RIVER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Regular Session – October 20, 2025

The Mad River Township Trustees met in regular session Monday, October 20, 2025, at the Mad River Township Fire Station and via the township You Tube platform. 

Present:   Trustees Todd Pettit, Jay Young, Bobby McClure and Fiscal Officer David Rudy.

Trustee McClure called the meeting to order at 8:38 am, led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience in attendance.

Trustee Young moved to suspend the reading of and approve the minutes of the regular session on October 6, 2025. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Enon Fire and EMS 
Chief John Heath stated the department has 1694 calls for service YTD, an average of 5.8 calls per day. Zero mutual aids were given and three mutual aids received since the last meeting.  The crew called CareFlight for an accident on I70 where a vehicle was struck by a semi-truck tire. The department will have the open house at the station during Trick or Treat from 6 – 8pm on Saturday October 25th. Hose testing was completed with no failures. Planning has begun for the Santa Parade.

Road and Cemetery Department
Don O’Connor said the trucks were undergoing preparation for winter. The ditch work by the old Boone Station school was ready and they had some berm work to do on Rocky Point. Don noted the paving was complete in Holiday Valley on Friday. In the cemetery the mowing/mulching of leaves is occurring on a biweekly basis. Buck’s Tree Service gave Don a quote to remove a couple of large maple trees on the main driveway that are dying. He had a deed to sign.   

Sheriff Deputy	
Deputy Brandon Baldwin reported 14 calls for service, 1 arrest, 19 traffic stops, 5 assists to other departments, 27 business checks, 60 citizen contacts and 828 miles driven from October 7 to October 20, 2025. The increased traffic enforcement continues in the township. Brandon was involved in a pursuit of a burglary suspect out of Springfield. An attempted stop on I-70 was unsuccessful and the pursuit was terminated in Montgomery County. Brandon stirred apple butter on Sunday October 9th. He purchased candy and will be passing it out during trick or treat on October 25th from 6 – 8 pm. On October 17th, he was requested by Springfield PD to use the drone to help locate a shooting suspect.   

Hustead Fire

Fiscal Officer Rudy presented checks for the trustees to sign and the bank reconciliations and monthly reports for the months of July and August for the trustees to review.   

OLD BUSINESS
Trustee McClure stated the Holiday Valley paving was complete, and there are still adjustments to the man holes that needs done. 

The Hunter Creek Drive lighting project will be on a list after the invoice is received and paid. First Energy is updating some of the older streetlights with LED.   

Crist Road has been chip sealed and Boswell’s did a great job on the repair work that was done. Trustees discussed the patching of the centerlines in Hunters Glen if there were funds left over from the Holiday Valley project. They also note the need to keep up with the crack sealing on all of the recently paved roads. The plan going forward is to continue to work on Holiday Valley as funds are available and possibly working in combination with the county if the underground infrastructure is updated. The township has spent approximately $2 million on road work in the last 5 years with almost $850,000 paid through grants. 

Trustee Young moved to give Trustee McClure the authority to proceed with the patch work in Hunters Glen if the funding is available after the Holiday Valley project. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0. (Resolution 2025-018)

Trustee Pettit noted many compliments were received regarding the fire department at the Apple Butter.
