MAD RIVER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Regular Session – September 15, 2025

The Mad River Township Trustees met in regular session Monday, September 15, 2025, at the Mad River Township Fire Station and via the township You Tube platform. 

Present:   Trustees Todd Pettit, Jay Young, Bobby McClure and Fiscal Officer David Rudy.

Trustee McClure called the meeting to order at 8:48 am, led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience in attendance.

Trustee Young moved to suspend the reading of and approve the minutes of the regular session and special session on September 2, 2025. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Enon Fire and EMS 
Chief John Heath stated the department has 1510 calls for service YTD, an average of 5.85 calls per day. Six mutual aids were given and two mutual aids received since the last meeting.  Crew responded mutual aid to a house fire in Bethel Township and handled a significant crash on I-70 with a hazmat spill of oil and diesel fuel. The road was closed for over six hours. The crew also responded to the auto crash on Fairfield Pike that took the life of a young student. The thoughts and prayers of the department go out to the family. Preparations are ongoing for fire prevention week, the Apple Butter Festival, the Greenon Homecoming Bonfire and Trick or Treat. John spoke on the burning of brush on Snyder Road that created a lot of buzz on social media.  John noted the company doing the burning had received a permit from RAPCA and obtained permission from the base.  They also had water trucks on site during the fires.   

Road and Cemetery Department
Don O’Connor said the mowing tractor was down due to a rear bearing on the mower. After the field harvest, areas blocked by crops will be mowed. The streets in Hunters Glen and Holiday Valley have been sprayed. In the cemetery, mowing is occurring every two weeks. Preparation for the fall foundation pour is ongoing and the Pride group will be in to weed eat. The funeral for the student killed in the car crash is scheduled and Don said they will be prepared for a large number of vehicles. In Porter Park, the picnic tables were stacked again. The tables will be bolted down. The mulch around the playground equipment has been cleaned.   

Sheriff Deputy	
Deputy Brandon Baldwin reported 22 calls for service, 0 arrests, 23 traffic stops, 12 assists to other departments, 29 business checks, 40 citizen contacts and 944 miles driven from September 3 to September 15, 2025. The trustees asked Brandon if he would post no parking signs on Collier Road when the road is chip/sealed.   

Hustead Fire
Chief Matt Hirtzinger had no report. 

Hustead EMS
Noah Kaufman had no report.

Fiscal Officer Rudy presented checks for the trustees to sign and a cemetery deed.  

OLD BUSINESS
Trustee McClure attended the Wednesday September 3rd at 6 p.m. there will be a meeting in the Arts and Crafts building at the Clark County Fairgrounds regarding the county’s stance on large scale solar and wind farms in the county. All townships passed resolutions against the large-scale farms in the county. The county passed a resolution to limit them through December 31, 2027. 

Trustee McClure said there were no new items in the Bluffs of Enon. The pond may be filled in to allow for farming.  

Trustee McClure noted small progress on the Holiday Valley project. 

Trustees discussed chip/sealing Shank, Collier and Jackson Roads and crack sealing Hunters Glen and Fowler Road. 

NEW BUSINESS
Trustee McClure moved to enter into an intergovernmental cooperative agreement with Bath Township to apply for Round 40 of the OPWC FY2027 Infrastructure Grant Program for Mud Run. Seconded by Trustee Pettit, motion carried 3-0. (Resolution 2025-016)

Trustee Pettit stated the Enon Historical Society is looking for volunteers to stir apple butter this year. 

Trustees reviewed emails about permits and noted the information would be referred to the county and also an email about ATVs driving on public roads in the township.
