MAD RIVER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Regular Session – December 15, 2025

The Mad River Township Trustees met in regular session Monday, December 15, 2025, at the Mad River Township Fire Station and via the township You Tube platform. 

Present:   Trustees Todd Pettit, Bobby McClure and Fiscal Officer David Rudy. Absent:  Trustee Jay Young

Trustee McClure called the meeting to order at 8:38 am, led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience in attendance.

Trustee Pettit moved to suspend the reading of and approve the minutes of the regular session on December 1, 2025. Seconded by Trustee McClure, motion carried 2-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Enon Fire and EMS 
Assistant Chief Ben Beair stated the department has 1982 calls for service YTD, with 88 calls since the last meeting and an average of 5.6 calls per day. Three mutual aids were given and one mutual aid received since the last meeting.  All of the trucks are back in service.  Ben thanked Nathan for fixing an issue on Engine 50 to keep it in service. The Santa parade is scheduled for the 19th and 20th.  The start time will be 6pm and the maps and tracker will be posted on the social media. The department has 3 members completing paramedic classes and three members who have already passed the paramedic testing and will be working as Paramedic/FFs soon.  

Road and Cemetery Department
Don O’Connor said they pretreated the roads prior to the winter event and worked from 9:30 pm to about 4:00 am. The trucks are running well and there is plenty of salt on hand. Don said there have been funerals in between the snow events.      

Sheriff Deputy	
Deputy Brandon Baldwin reported 18 calls for service, 2 arrests, 8 traffic stops, 5 assists of other departments, 30 business checks, 40 citizen contacts and 721 miles from December 1 to December 15, 2025. He responded to two vehicle crashes.     

Hustead Fire and EMS
Hustead Chief Matt Hirtzinger is working on the 2026 budgets for fire and EMS.  

Fiscal Officer Rudy presented checks for the trustees to sign, the bank reconciliations and monthly reports for October and the need for a motion for temporary appropriations to start 2026.

OLD BUSINESS
Trustee McClure noted the Holiday Valley project is wrapping up.   

Trustee McClure stated a company has been hired to dig around and check the condition of all of the electric/telephone line poles in the state of Ohio. 

Trustee McClure said the Planning Commission did approve the Hillside development near the current Bluffs of Enon development. The development will include higher end homes and green space areas.

Trustee Pettit moved to approve up to $2.5 million in temporary appropriations for calendar year 2026. Seconded by Trustee McClure motion carried 2-0. (Resolution 2025-023)
