Election of Officers - Motion by Trustee Young to name Trustee McClure as President for 2026. Seconded by Trustee McClure, motion carried 2-0. Motion by Trustee Young to name Trustee Pettit as Vice President for 2026. Seconded by Trustee McClure, motion carried 2-0. Trustee Young will be Member at Large for 2026.

Assignments – Any department can go to any trustee. Motion by Trustee Young, seconded by Trustee McClure, 
motion carried 2-0.

Roads – Motion by Trustee Young, seconded by Trustee McClure that residents can call any of the trustees regarding roads in any part of the township, motion carried 2-0.

Trustee Young moved to keep the salary and hourly rates for all employees the same, seconded by Trustee McClure, motion 
carried 2-0.

Trustee Young moved to set a $4,000 limit on requiring a purchase order and prior notification of the purchase by the township departments. Seconded by Trustee McClure, motion carried 2-0.

Trustee Young moved to set a limit for blanket certificates at $25,000.  Seconded by Trustee McClure, motion carried 2-0.

Trustee Young moved to end the Organizational meeting at 7:39 pm, seconded by Trustee McClure, motion carried 2-0.

Regular Session – January 5, 2026

The Mad River Township Trustees met in regular session Monday, January 5, 2026 at the Mad River Township Fire Station and via the Mad River You Tube platform.
Present:   Trustees Bobby McClure and Jay Young and Fiscal Officer David Rudy. Absent:  Trustee Pettit.

Trustee McClure called the meeting to order at 7:40 pm, led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience in attendance.

Trustee Young moved to suspend the reading of and approve the minutes of the December 15, 2025 regular session. Seconded by Trustee McClure, motion carried 2-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Enon Fire and EMS 
Chief John Heath stated the department had 31 calls for service already in 2026, an average of 6.2 calls per day. No mutual aid received and 1 mutual aid given. He presented the trustees with the 2025 department annual report.  The department had 2,064 runs in 2025. The average calls per day was 5.63 and there were 74 mutual aid runs received and 121 mutual aid runs to other departments. A Mad River crew responded to 99.52% of the calls in 2025. John noted the Santa Parade was a huge success. The department was awarded a BWC firefighter exposure to the environments grant in the amount of $12,458.33.  The department currently has 50 part time employees, 4 support personnel and 3 cadets. Chief presented the trustees with 2 applications for review and approval. 

Road and Cemetery Department
Don O’Connor stated the department has 200 tons of salt on hand and 100 tons on order. On Wednesday, they were called to salt the road at Fowler and Fairfield after a trash truck slid off the road. Don asked if First Energy was working on the streetlights that are out in the township. Don received positive comments on the paving in Holiday Valley and was asked by the son of a resident about a handicap ramp in the curb near Porter Park. The cemetery has been busy with funerals and Don presented deeds for the trustees to sign. 

Sheriff Deputy	
Deputy Brandon Baldwin reported 18 calls for service, no arrests, 6 traffic stops, 3 assists of other deportments, 24 business checks, 45 citizen contacts and 704 miles driven from December 15, 2025 to January 5, 2026. He responded to two crashes. On December 19th, Brandon followed up on a report of a stolen vehicle off of Hustead Road. He contacted the victim and later Ryder Rentals. Ryder was able to provide GPS on the last known location and the vehicle was recovered unoccupied in Springfield.   

Hustead Fire and EMS
Chief Matt Hirtzinger had no report.
Fiscal Officer Rudy presented checks for the trustees to sign and the bank reconciliation and monthly reports for November 2025. The Ohio Department of Transportation provided the township road mileage (53.086 miles) for the 2025 certification. 
OLD BUSINESS
Trustee McClure stated there are no updates on the street lighting on Hunters Creek. He noted high winds around the state have caused a number of issues for First Energy. 

Trustee McClure said that MetroNet was now T-Fiber and still working in the area.  

Trustee McClure said there was nothing to update on the Hillside Creek development. 

NEW BUSINESS
Trustee McClure moved to hire Ryan Routt (FF1) and Dylan St. John (EMT/FF2) to the Mad River Township Fire and EMS department pending background, drug and physical. Seconded by Trustee Young, motion carried 2-0.

Trustees asked the road department to provide a list of damaged road signs in the township.
